HAVE FUN and please follow these guidelines to ensure a pleasant visit for all guests.

PLEASE be a good neighbor and RESPECT FELLOW CAMPERS.  Keep children and pets out of other occupied 
sites and avoid excessive noise or bright lights that  may infringe on others.  PLEASE keep carpets and
vehicles off  grass areas.

ALL KOA BUILDINGS ARE SMOKE and PET FREE. 

CHILDREN 14 and under must have parent supervision to enter the pool area.  Children under 6 must be ac-
companied to the restrooms, store and laundry at all times.  During quiet hours 10pm - 7am, anyone under
18 must remain in their assigned site area unless accompanied by an adult.

RESTROOMS & LAUNDRY are always open except when cleaning between 10 and 11 am.

SWIMMING POOL  Swim at your own risk (using appropriate swimwear).  Please obey posted rules and dry 
off before entering restrooms or main building.  Pool is closed when gate is locked.  Children under 14 must 
be accompanied by an adult at all times.

VISITORS OF GUESTS are welcome but must register at the office before entering the park.  Visitor fees
may apply.

CAMP FIRES are permitted in designated fire rings only.  A bucket of water must be nearby at all times per 
JFD.  Only use dead wood available in the undeveloped areas of park.  Precut fire wood is available for sale
in office. 

For everyone’s safety, CLOTHESLINES are not permitted.  Please use laundry facilities for drying clothes.

OUTGOING MAIL may be deposited at the office.  Stamps are available.

GRAY WATER is to be discharged in sewer hookups and dump station only.  Please empty port-a-potties at 
dump station only.

WATER CONSERVATION   We are located on the edge of the desert, our water is in short supply and under 
mandatory rationing.  Leaking hoses and connections  will be shut off.

VEHICLE WASHING IS PROHIBITED IN PARK.  A large bay coin car wash is located 
 in town.  Cleaning of windshield and bug removal off the front of vehicles only is pemitted using
 the bucket method.  Indiscriminate excessive hosing is unacceptable.

 GENERATORS are not permitted to be used in park.

 PECAN SEASON  Please limit gathering of nuts to one quart per campsite.

 TRASH is picked up at site between 8:00 - 10:00 am.

A. Make sure antenna booster switch is off.

B. Check TV control panel box and make sure   
 all buttons are on CTV or AUX.

D. If running through VCR, make sure it is on Channel 4  
 (#3 is scrambled)

E. Make sure electronic menu is programmed for cable
